The great Mughal Empire history in India spans from 1526 (Christian Era) to 1857
C.E. The mughals were established a firm foundation in administration, a solid economy
and flourishing trade. Babur established Mughal empire after defeating Ibrahim Lodi the
last ruler of Delhi sultanate at Panipat in 1526 C.E. It marked the beginning of Mughal
Empire. The empire extended from Bengal in the East to Afghanistan in the West. From
Himalayas  in  the  North  to  Golkonda  in  the  South.

Babur was the founder of the Mughal empire. He
was a great genius at devising war tactics. He also conquered
Delhi and Agra after the first battle of Panipat. He was one
of the greatest poet in Turkish literature, and nature lover.
Babur died in 1530 C.E.

Humayun (1530-1540 & 1555-1556 C.E.) :
Humayun was the second Mughal ruler. He was the son

and successor of Babur. He was inexperienced at the time of
ascending to the throne and faced bitter rivalry from his broth-
ers. Sher Shah Suri was consolidating his power in Bihar and
Bengal and was emerging as a powerful ruler. Sher shah
defeated Humayun at Chausa in 1539 C.E. and Kanauj in 1540
C.E. and forced him to flee to Iran. In Iran, Humayun received
help from Safavid Shah and recaptured Delhi in 1555 C.E and
he died in 1556 C.E.

Sher Shah (1540-1545 C.E.) :
l Sher Shah Sur was an Afghan leader who had

progressed on his own. He defeated Humayun twice
and therefore established the Sur Dynasty in Delhi.

l After gaining control over Delhi, he won many other
important battles. He then extended his Empire from
Kabul to Bengal and Malwa.

l He  was  not  only  a  great  warrior  but  also  an
administrator. During his five years reign he
introduced many reforms i.e. created a land revenue
system, introduced new currency, provided a postal
service etc., He died in 1545 C.E. due to artillery
explosion.

l Humayun  captured  Delhi  in  1555  C.E.  due  to  the
inefficiencies of Sher Shah's successors.

Akbar was just 13 years old when his father Humayun
passed away. Since Akbar was very young, his guardian
Bhairam Khan took care of the administration on behalf of
Akbar. Hemu, the prime minister of Bengal wanted to cap-
ture Delhi. Hemu was defeated and killed at the second battle
of Panipat by Akbar in 1556 C.E. Akbar consolidated his rule
strongly in Delhi and Agra. He annexed Chunar and Malwa.
Akbar annexed the Rajput state of Gondwana. Later, he
conquered some territories like Bikaner, Jaisalmer and Jodh-

pur.  Akbar  followed  cordial  relations  towards  the  Rajputs  who  were  honest  and  brave.  He
married Jodhabai, the princess of Jaipur. Akbar appointed the Rajputs in higher positions.
Raja Mansingh, Raja Todarmal, Raja Bhagavan Das were the notable ones. Mewad ruler
Maha Rana Pratap fought with Akbar throughout his life.

Salim the successor of Akbar came to the throne with the
title Jahangir (world conqueror). He continued his father’s tradi-
tions. He expanded his kingdom by establishing good relations
with the Rajputs. He imposed local, trade, and commercial taxes
to strengthen his kingdom financially. He was able to take a close
look at birds, plants, animals and tell them about their value. He
mainly loves birds. He was also a great painter. His wife Nurjahan
took over the administration when he was ill during the last
period of his rule.

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Shahjahan (1628-1658 C.E.) :
Shahjahan was the son of Jahangir, also called khurram.  Under

his reign the Mughal Empire reached the peak of its cultural glory.
Best remembered for the grand monuments constructed during his
reign, especially the Tajmahal, the Moti Masjid (Pearl mosque) in
Agra, the Jami Masid and Red Fort in Delhi. During his reign he also
conquered the Deccan Kingdoms of Bijapur, Ahmadnagar and
Golkonda. In 1658 C.E., there was a conflict over succession among
Shah Jahan’s sons. and finally Aurangzeb ascended the throne.

Aurangzeb  (1658  -1707  C.E.)  :
He was the younger son of Shah Jahan. He was a dovote muslim

and led his life as per the principles of Quran. It is said that even if
he  was  the  emperor  of  India,  he  would  cover  his  own  expenses
(including food and clothing) with the money he earned by sewing
hats. He did not show tolerance to other relgions. He faced a large
number of revolts all over his kingdom i.e. Assam, Rajasthan, Punjab,
Deccan, etc., Guru Tejh Bahadur, Guru Govind Singh, Shivaji revolted
against him. Among them Shivaji succeeded in establishing an
independent Maratha kingdom. After the death of Shivaji, Aurangzeb
invaded Deccan. Aurangzeb conquered Bijapur in 1685 C.E. and
Golkonda in 1687 C.E. His death was followed by inheritance struggle
amongst his sons.

7.2.1 . Administration :
The Mughals had a centralized administration. All power vested with the emperor.

A council of ministers assisted him in administration. Babur and Humayun had less impact
on administration, as they did not rule for a long period.

Akbar introduced a number of administrative reforms. He divided his vast empire into
several “Subas” and appointed a “subedar” for each suba. “Suba” was the term for a province
in the Mughal Empire. Akbar divided his kingdom into 15 Subas. Subas were divided into
“Sarkars”. These Sarkars were divided into “Paraganas”. The same pattern was followed by
all other Mughal emperors.

Akbar surveyed the land and introduced the agrarian method of determining tax
according to the crop. The land was divided into four types and one-third of the crop was
collected as tax. Impressions of Sher Shah’s administration could be noticed to some extent
in Akbar’s rule.

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Mansabdari System :

Akbar introduced the Mansabdari
system in his military  policy. The term
mansabdar refers to an individual who
holds a mansab, meaning a position
or rank. It was a grading system used
by the Mughals to fix Rank, Salary and
Military responsibilities. Each
mansabdar consist of 10 to 10,000
soldiers.

Relations of Mughals with other rulers :
The Mughals campaigned and fought against rulers who did not obey them. As a part

of their diplomacy, Mughals maintained relations with Rajputs by marrying their daughters,
offering better position in their court. The Sisodiyas did not accept Mughal authority. The
good  relations  with  Rajputs,  Sikhs  and  other  rulers  during  Akbar's  time  began  to
deteriorate during Shajahan's time and became worse during the reign of Aurangzeb. There
were revolts in all parts of the empire during his reign. The empire declined very quickly
after the death of Aurangzeb.

7.2.2. Social Life :
Religion  :

Mughals are Sunni Muslims. Among them Akbar showed religious tolerance.
He Abolished “Jizya tax” and “Pilgrim tax” levied on the Hindus. Akbar allowed religious
ceremonies of people to be celebrated openly. The majority of the people in the society
were Hindus. The society in those days consist of not only Hindus and Muslims but also
of the Buddhists, the Jains, the Sikhs and the Parsis. Aurangzeb also appointed clergymen
named Mutawasibs to observe the moral life of the people as per Sharia or Islamic principles.

Jizya Tax :
    The Jizya tax is a tax paid by non-Muslims to Muslim rulers for practicing their
religion and obtaining exemptions from joining the Army. This tax was first introduced
by Qutb-ud-din aibak, the founder of the slave dynasty.

Pilgrim Tax :
    A tax imposed on hindus by the muslim emperors for under taking a journey to
a religious are sacred place.

· Akbar,  in  1575  C.E.  Built  a  meeting  house  of
worship called Ibadat Khana at Fatehpur Sikri.
In 1582 C.E. He proclaimed a new religion called
Din-I-Ilahi. Literally meaning “Peace with all”,
Universal Peace or absolute peace.  As applied by
Akbar, it described a peaceful and harmonious
relationship among different religions. Only 18
people joined this religion. This remained a court
religion.

7.2.3. Economic Life :
The Indian Economy prospered under the Mughal Empire. Agriculture and trade also

progressed. Agriculture was the main occupation of the people.

The Mughals were responsible for building an extensive road system, creation of uniform
currency, and the unification of the country. The Empire had an extensive road network
built by a public works department set up by the Mughals. It designed, constructed and
maintained roads, linking towns and cities across the empire. This was one of the reasons
for the expansion of trade. The important source of income was the revenue from agricultural
tax.

Coinage  :
The Mughals adopted

and standardized the Rupee
(silver) and Dam (copper)
currencies introduced by the
Sur emperor Sher shah Sur
during his brief rule. The
Dam was initially the most
common coin in Akbar’s
time.

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Agriculture :
Indian Agricultural production increased under the Mughal Empire. A variety of crops

were grown, including food crops such as wheat, rice, and barley and cash crops such as
cotton, opium and indigo. Indian cultivators began to grow extensively the commercial
crops maize and Tobacco.

Zabt  :
A  remarkable feature of the Mughal system under Akbar was his revenue administration,

developed largely under the supervision of his famed Revenue Minister Raja Todar Mal. It
took two decades for Akbar to develop and implement a revenue system that would benefit
both  the  State  and  the  Farmers.  In  1580  C.E.  he  obtained  the  previous  10  years’  local
revenue statistics, detailed productivity and price fluctuations, and averaged the produce of
different  crops  and  their  prices.  It  ranged  from  one-third  to  one-half  of  production  value
and was payable in “dams”. This system was called zabt.

7.3.  Art  &  Architecture  :
A new tradition of architecture was started during the Mughal era. The monuments

were constructed on high plinths. Marble was mostly used as construction material and
constructed water flowing fountains extensively. Besides marble, coloured (precious and
semi-precious) stones were used to decorate the buildings.

Fatehpur Sikri :
After his military victories over Chittor and Ranthambore, Akbar decided to shift his

capital from Agra to a new location, on the Sikri ridge, to honor the Sufi saint Sheikh Salim
Chishti. Here he commenced the construction of a planned walled city. He named the city,
Fatehbad, with Fateh, meaning 'victorious.' Which was later called Fatehpur Sikri. Fatehpur
Sikri is one of the best-preserved collections of Mughal architecture in India.

Buland Darwaza :
Buland Darwaza or the lofty was built by the great

Mughal emperor, Akbar at Fatehpur Sikri. Akbar built the
Buland Darwaza, as a “victory arch” to commemorate his
successful Gujarat campaign. Panch Mahal is another
notable five storeyed building in Fatehpur Sikri with
excellent architectural designs.

Red  Fort  :
The  Red  Fort  was  built  as  the

fortified family palace of Shahjahanabad,
capital  of  the  Mughal  Emperor  Shah
Jahan. The Red Fort is considered to
represent the zenith of Mughal creativity
under Shah Jahan and consists of other
important structures such as the Diwan-
e-Aam, Diwan-e-Khas, Moti Masjid,
Hayat Bakhsh Bagh and Rang Mahal.

Culture  :
The Mughal Empire was definitive in the early-modern and modern period of Indian

history, with its legacy in India seen in cultural contributions such as,

• The combination of Persian art and literature with Indian art.

• The development of Mughal clothing, jewellery and fashion, utilizing richly decorated
fabrics such as muslin silk, brocade and velvet.

• The evolution and refinement of Mughal and Indian architecture.

• The construction of Maktab schools, where youth were taught the Quran and
Islamic law such as the Fatwa-i-Alamgir in their indigenous languages.

The Taj Mahal :
The  Taj  Mahal  is  a  white  marble

mausoleum located in Agra, Uttar
Pradesh, India. It was built by Mughal
Emperor Shah Jahan in memory of his
wife, Mumtaz. Taj Mahal is regarded as
the f inest example of the Mughal
architecture and is considered as one of
the  Seven  Wonders  of  the  World.  The
Taj Mahal is widely recognized as ‘The
jewel of Mughal art in India and one of
the universally admired masterpieces of
the world’s heritage’.

Painting :
A new school of art known as miniature painting emerged

during the Mughal period. The art of painting reached its peak
under the patronage of Jahangir Mughal paintings. The colours
peacock blue, Indian red were newly introduced in mughal
paintings.

Music  :
Though Babar and Humayun also encouraged music, but it

reached their height during Akbar’s era. According to Abul
Fazal, there were 36 singers in Akbar’s court. The most famous
among them was Tansen and Bajbahadur. Akbar himself used
to play Nakara (Nagara) well. Tansen was one of Akbar’s
navratnas. It is said that he could work miracles with his singing.
Occasionally he could create rain by singing the Megh Malhar,
fire by singing rag Dipak. The present Hindustani Music have
the references of these styles.

End  of  Mughal  Rule  :
The decline of Mughal empire started with Shah jahan and ended with Aurangzeb.

The Mughal empire declined quickly after the death of Aurangzeb. The following are the
reasons for the decline:

1. The suspicious nature and policies of Aurangzeb did not allow any of his sons or
nobles to grow to be capable. His religious bigotry resulted in the revolts of Jats,
Satnamis, and Sikhs. His rivalry with Rajputs and Marathas brought misfortune
for his empire.

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Shivaji - Maratha Kingdom (1674 - 1680 CE) :
Marathas were the ones who fought relentlessly against the Mughals in the Deccan

region, when Mughals were at their height of power in North India. Shivaji was the founder
of the Maratha kingdom.

Shivaji was born in Shivaneri fort near Pune. His father was Shaji Bhonsle. He held
a high post in the office of the Sultan of Bijapur. Shivaji was brought up under the care of
his   mother  Jijabai.  He  was  inspired  by  the  teachings  of  Samartha  Ramadas  and  other
Maratha saints. His tutor Dadaji Khondadev and Tanaji Malasure taught him the lessons
of warfare.  Shivaji assembled the Maratha leaders and Mavalis, the tribal people of Western
Ghats and built a strong brigade.

7.4. Contemporary Kingdom :
The contemporary rulers during Mughals were Afghans, Rajputs, Marathas, and Bahaman

kings. They opposed Mughal rulers and fought with them. In course of time most of these
rulers could not completely succeed in defeating the Mughals. But the Maratha ruler Shivaji
could resist the expansion of Mughals and established an independent kingdom.

2. The heirs of Aurangzeb proved incapable. Most of them have been addicted to
luxurious life.

3. Most of the nobles had become corrupt.
4. The wars of succession for the empire among the sons weakened the administration.
5. The Deccan policy of Shah Jahan and Aurangzeb further weakened the empire.
6. Invasions of Ahmad Shah, Nadir Shah and the revolts of Mansabdars also caused

the downfall.
7. The Mughal Empire, founded by Babur in 1526 C.E, collapsed in 1857 C.E, during

the reign of Bahadur Shah-II.

Extension of Kingdom :
At the age of 19, Shivaji captured Torana Durga,

which was under the control of Mahammad Adilshah
of Bijapur. After this, he won Raigarh, Simhagarh,
Pratapgarh etc., one by one. Enraged by this the Sultan
of Bijapur sent his general Afzal Khan to suppress
Shivaji. Afzal Khan wanted to kill Shivaji deceitfully.
So he invited Shivaji under the pretext of
reconciliation. Expecting this, Shivaji killed Afzal Khan
with ‘Vyaghra Nakha’ (Tiger’s claw), a weapon that he
had with him.

On learning these advancements of Shivaji,
Aurangzeb sent his general Shaista Khan to Deccan
province to curb him down. But clever Shivaji was
able to defeat Shaista Khan. Fig-7.17: Shivaji

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This maddened Aurangazeb. So he sent a huge army under the leadership of Raja
Jayasimha. Jayashimha defeated Shivaji and captured a few Maratha forts. At the end
Jayasimha invited Shivaji to come to have treaty with Aurangzeb. Aurangzeb arrested Shivaji
on his arrival and kept him in the prison of Agra. But Shivaji cleverly escaped from jail and
reached his capital.

After that, he won all the forts that he had lost to the Mughals. He attacked Surat and
ransacked heavy wealth from there.

Administration of Shivaji :
Though Shivaji devoted Hindu he

respected other religions. He ordered his
soldiers to respect women and other religious
texts. Though he has less formal education
his cleverness, administrative abilities and
strategies were excellent. He trained his
army in guerrilla warfare and made them
great warriors. He developed naval force. He
was very much loved by his people and
remained a role model for them. He made
friendship with the mavlies, the tribal people
and imbibed a spirit of nationalism among
them. His spirit of patriotism remained an
inspiration to the national leaders like Tilak,
Savarkar etc.

Coronation of Shivaji :
In Raigarh Shivaji was conferred with the title ‘Chatrapati’ and was crowned king of

Marathas in a grand ceremony. Soon after coronation Shivaji won Jinji, Velluru and large
area of Mysore province and received a heavy tribute. But shivaji didnot live long as his
health deteriorated. He could not see the glory of the marathas with it.

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The two types of bhakti are Saguna Bhakti and Nirguna Bhakti. Saguna Bhakti means
worshiping God with form, Nirguna Bhakti means worshiping God without form.

Journey of the Bhakti movement :

The movement was started by Adi Shankaracharya. He preached the Adwaitha
philosophy and Madhwacharya had preached Dwaitha Philopsophy and Ramanujacharya
preached visishtaadwaitha. Alwars were Vaishnava saints, Nayanars were Saiva saints. They
came from all castes. They spread the Bhakti movement in south India, mainly in Tamilnadu.

Later the movement was taken forward by Basaveswara in Karnataka, Tukaram,
Nam dev, Samardha Ramadas etc in Maharastra, Ramananda, Kabir, Ravidas, Surdas, Mirabai
etc in North India; Chaitanya Mahaprabhu in Bengal; Guru Nanak dev in Punjab, and
Shankaradev in Assam.

Main features of the Bhakti Movement :
1. Oneness of God.
2. One of the ways to moksha is Bhakthi.
3. Bhakthi means surrender to God.
4. Emphasized equality of all humans.
5. No discrimination of caste, creed, section etc.,
6. The bhakti saints travelled to various places to speak about the path of Bhakti and

preached in the local languages.

What is Bhakti?
          Bhakti  means  devotion  to  God.  It  means  attachment,  a  state  of  mind  where  the
devotee surrenders himself or herself unquestioningly. It is building a strong relation between
the devotee and God.

It has the characteristics like universal brotherhood and equality of all in the society
in Hinduism there are different paths of attaining moksha or Godhood. They are karma,
Gnana, Bhakti etc. During the medieval period the path of Bhakti became more popular in
all religions.

The Bhakti movement started in 8th century and continued up to 17th century. This
movement spread all over India. Reformers in all religions said that evil practices and, blind
faiths lead them to reform their religions. The reformers adopted singing hymns and
praises to God in their own languages and made compositions. People from all walks of life
became their disciples. They brought about a lot of reform in the society. They preached
people irrespective of their caste, creed, religion etc.

Adi Shankaracharya:
Sankaracharya was born in Kaladi of kerala. He became a

saint at the age of five. He preached the Adwaitha Philosophy. He
established four Shakthi Peethaas in all the four corners of India
i.e Badri in the North, Srungeri in the South, Puri in the East and
Dwaraka in the west. He Wrote Viveka chudamani,
Soundaryalahari, Sivanandalahari, Atmabodha etc. He attained
nirvana at the age of 32. He was considered the greatest reformer
of Sanatana Dharma.

Ramanujacharya was a philosopher and social reformer. He
was born at Sri Perumbudur in Southern India in the year 1017
C.E. Ramanuja gave a philosophical basis to the teachings of
Vaishnavism. He preached the Visishtaadwaitha. He stated that
everyone could attain salvation by completely surrendering to
the will of the Almighty. He wrote a commentary on the Brahma
Sutras popularly known as "Sri Bhasya".

Madhwacharya :

Madhwacharya was born on the west coast of Karnataka
state in 13th century. He preached the Dwaitha philosophy.

It considers Brahman and
Atman as two different entities and Bhakti (devotion) is the
route to eternal salvation. According to Dwaita philosophy
the world is not an illusion but a reality. Brahman, Atman and
matter are unique in nature.

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Vallabhacharya :

Vallabhacharya was another prominent Vaishnava saint
from the South.  He hailed from a Telugu family.  He gained great
popularity for his talent, scholarship and deep knowledge of
philosophy. His idealogy is known as Suddhadvaita (pure Non-
Dualism). According to it God is one. Vallabhas teachings are also
known as Pushtimarga or the Path of Grace. He had intense love
for the divine incarnation of Lord Shri Krishna. He wrote
commentaries on the Brahma Sutra.

Basaveswara :
Basaveswara was a statesman, philosopher, poet, and social

reformer of Karnataka. He popularised Veerasaivism. His literary
works are named Vachanas. He preached to all people irrespective
of his birth or social status. His famous quote is "All men are equal.
There is no caste or sub-caste".

Ramananda :

The credit for the spread of Vaishnava religion in northern
India goes to Ramananda. He was born at Prayag. He got his schooling
in Banaras. He visited various religious places in northern India, and
he preached Vaishnavism. He believed in Vishistadvaita philosophy
of Ramanuja and carried his teachings much further. He strongly
opposed sectarianism. He adopted Hindi to spread his teachings. Fig-8.7: Ramananda

Mira Bai was another important woman saint of the medieval
times. Mira became a devotee of Krishna right from her childhood.
Even after marriage she continued her devotion towards Krishna
and became popular as a Divine singer. Mira lived a very simple
life though she was born in a royal family. She propagated Krishna
Bhakthi among all sections of the society.

Hermits of various religions visited Chittod (Rajastan) to listen
to her Singing in ecstasy. She was the disciple of Sant Ravidas. Her
songs have become popular for centuries.

Kabir :

Another prominent saint of the Bhakti movement in
northern India was Kabir. He was brought up by a Muslim
weaver named Niru. From his childhood itself Kabir was a
meditative child. When he grew young, he became the disciple
of Ramananda and stayed most of the time at Banaras. He
learnt the Vedanta philosophy in a modified and more acceptable
way from Ramananda. He preached a religion of love which
aimed at promoting unity amongst all castes and creeds. He
advocated “all are equal before God”. In fact, he was the first
saint who tried to reconcile Hinduism and Islam.

Sant Ravidas lived at Banaras. He lived a life of simplicity and
contentment. There is a spirit of harmony in his writings. He
advocated complete surrender to God.

Chaitanya Mahaprabhu :

He is also known as Sri Gauranga. He was a popular Vaishnava
saint and reformer from Bengal. He visited various religious places
located in the southern and western parts of the country like
Pandharpur, Somnath, Dwarka etc., and preached his teachings
there. He also paid a pilgrimage to Brindavan, Mathura and other
places in the north. However, he finally settled down at Puri and
stayed there till his last breathe. Chaitanya believed in one Supreme
being, whom he called Krishna or Hari. Chaitanya preached that
the presence of the God could be realised through love, devotion,
song and dance. He gave importance to the esoteric way of realisation,
which he believed could be attained through a guru alone.

Shankara deva :
Shankara deva is the saint of Assam. He was a poet, play writer

and social reformer. He founded many Satras or monasteries and
Nam-Ghars  in  which  people  of  all  castes  meet  for  religious  and
social purposes. Sankaradeva succeded in preaching Vaishnavism
among all people including tribal people.

The most famous teachings attributed to Guru Nanak are that there is only one god,
and that all human beings can have direct access to God. His most progressive social teachings
denounced the caste system and taught that everyone is equal, regardless of caste and gender.

Guru Nanak :
Guru Nanak, the founder of the Sikh religion was another

prominent saint. He greatly appreciated the teachings of Kabir.
Guru  Nanak  was  born  at  village  Talwandi  near  Lahore  in  1469.
Right from his childhood he took delight in religious discussions
with holy men. He believed in truth, fraternity of men, righteous
living, the social virtues of dignity of labour and charity.

8.2.Sufi  Movement  :
The Sufi movement was a socio-religious movement in Islam. The Sufis emphasised on

an egalitarian society based on universal love. The word Sufi is derived from an Arabic word
Saf. Saf means purity / clean. The Sufi saints were always in meditation and they led a
simple life.
The salient features of Sufiism :

l There is only one God. All are children of God.
l To love a fellow human being is to love God.
l Devotional music is one of the ways to reach the presence of God.
l Sufi believes Wahdat-ul-Wujud which means worship for a single God.

Khwaja Moinuddin Chisti :

Khwaja Mouinuddin Chishti was a great
Sufi Saint of India. The Chishti order was
established in India by him. He was born in
1143  A.D.  in  Seistan  in  Persia.  He  came  to
India around 1192 A.D. He spread the message
of love and universal brotherhood.

Moinuddin Chishti Dargah is located at Ajmer, Rajasthan in India. The shrine
has the grave of the revered saint, Moinnuddin Chishti.

Farid-ud-din Ganj-i-Shakar, Shaik Nizamtullah and Khwaja-pir-mohammad are other
prominent sufi saints in Islam.

Nizam-ud-din Auliya (1235-1325)

Nizam-ud-din Auliya was the most famous of the chisti Saints. He was the disciple
of Baba Farid. He laid much emphasis on love which leads one to the realization of God.
He also said that love of God means love of humanity. Thus he spread the message of
universal love and brotherhood.

They ruled India according to the acts made by the British
Parliament.  Among  them,  Government  of  India  Act  -  1935  was  an  important  Act.  It  was
provided for the establishment of an all-India federation consisting of Provinces and Princely
states. The act divided the powers between the Centre and States in the terms of three lists.

This act introduced diarchy at the Centre. It also introduced the autonomy of the states.

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9.1.1.Activities related to the Constitution during British

       rule :

In the year 1928, a committee was constituted by

all the parties including Indian National Congress to draft

the  constitution  for  India.  Motilal  Nehru  (father  of

Jawaharlal  Nehru)  acted  as  the  chairman  of  this

committee. This committee submitted its report in the

year 1929. It was known as Nehru report. It was

considered as the first Constitutional Document. But it

could not come into force because the British did not

accept it.

In 1931, the Indian National Congress (INC) at

Karachi session passed a resolution on how Independent

India’s Constitution should look like. Both Nehru report

and Karachi resolution were committed to the Universal

Adult Franchise, Right to Freedom and Equality.

The Constitution:

The basic law with a set
of rules of a country which
show the nature of the
country, form of the
government, rights and duties
of the citizens is called the
Constitution.

It is either in written
form or non-written form.
Our Indian Constitution is in
written form, whereas British
constitution is in non-written
form.

9.1.2. The Constituent Assembly :
The Constitution was drafted by an

assembly of elected representatives called the
Constituent Assembly.

First time in 1934, the Indian National
Congress made a demand for a Constituent
Assembly. According to the Cabinet Mission
plan 1946, election to the Constituent
Assembly was held in July 1946.

The Cabinet Mission came to India in
1946 aiming to discuss the transfer of
powers from the British government to
the  Indian  leadership,  with  the  aim  of
preserving India’s unity and granting its
independence.

The
mission had lord Pethick Lawrence, Sir
Stafford Cripps, and A.V. Alexander as
its members.

The members of the Constituent Assembly were elected
indirectly by the members of the provincial assemblies.
The Cabinet Mission plan allotted seats to each Province
and  each  Princely  State  or  a  group  of  states.

Accordingly, Provinces or areas under the
British rule elected 292 members and all Princely States
together nominated 93 members. Four members were
elected from Delhi, Ajmer-Mewad, Koorg and British
Baluchistan. With this the total members of the Indian
Constituent Assembly reached 389. Among the 389
members, 26 members were from Scheduled Castes
and 9 members were from women. With the partition
of the country in August 1947, the Constituent
Assembly was also bifurcated into the Indian
Constituent assembly and the Pakistan Constituent
Assembly. The Indian Constituent Assembly had 299

members. It elected Dr. Babu Rajendra Prasad, as its

President and the Pakistan Constituent Assembly

elected Muhammad Ali Jinnah as its President.

Dr. Babu Rajendra Prasad

He was the President of
the Indian Constituent Assembly.
Later, he was elected as the first
President of Independent India
on 24th January 1950, in the last
session of the Constituent
Assembly. He is the only
president to have been re-elected
for a second term (1950 - 1962).

9.1.3. Drafting Committee :

The Drafting committee was entrusted with the responsibility to prepare the Draft
constitution. It was set up on 29th August, 1947 under the chairmanship of Dr. B.R Ambedkar
with seven members. Draft constitution was prepared and submitted to the Constituent
Assembly in 1948. It contained 315 Articles and 8 Schedules.

The Draft Constitution was kept before the public for eight months. During this
long-period critics and advisories had more than sufficient time to express their reaction
to the provisions contained in it. After modifications, the Constitution with 395 Articles,
22 Parts and 8 Schedules was finally adopted by the Constituent Assembly on 26th November,
1949 and it came into force on 26th January 1950.

Dr. Bhimrao Ramji Ambedkar, popularly known as
Babasaheb Ambedkar, was a jurist, social activist and a politician.

to Satara, of Central Provinces. He faced a number of challenges in his formative years,
which shaped his writings and philosophies. He is regarded as "Father of the Indian
Constitution." He was responsible for the preparation of the draft constitution for
independent India. He was appointed as the First Law Minister of India in 1947. For most
of his life, Ambedkar worked outside the mainstream of politics. He worked for the
welfare of the depressed and poor.

9.2. The Preamble of Indian Constitution :

In the
same way the Constitution also consists of a Preamble which is known as an introduction
to the Constitution. It sets out the goals, the values and the ideals to which our country
stands. It is the basic structure of our Constitution.

l An Article refers to a specific rule or principle on a specific aspect in the constitution.
l A Part refers to a set (group) of articles relating to one concept.
l A Schedule refers to additional information or details not mentioned in the articles.
l The words 'Socialist', 'Secular' were added to the Preamble in 1976 through the

42nd amendment.

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9.3.1.Fundamental Rights :
Rights are reasonable claims of persons. Fundamental rights are a set of rights that

are recognized under the Constitution of a country to protect their citizens. The fundamental
rights are gauranteed by the Indian consititution for the success of democracy and the
comprehensive development of citizens. They are directly protected by the Supreme court
of India and High courts.

At present there are six Fundamental Rights that are mentioned from Article 14 to
32 in Part 3 of the Constitution of India. They are shown in the Fig. 9.5.

9.3.Salient Features of the Indian Constitution :
The  Constitution of India is a very dynamic creation of our constitution makers. It
comprises  of  many  salient  features  among  them,  now  we  shall  discuss  about  the
fundamental rights and fundamental duties. You will learn in detail about the remaining
features in the higher classes.

Fraternity : It means brotherhood. It promotes unity, integrity and  loyalty
among the people of the nation.

Justice : Indian constitution assured social, economic, and political justice
to all citizens. Citizens cannot be discriminated against on the grounds of
caste, religion, and gender. Government should work for the welfare of
all.

Liberty  : It means freedom to all. the Preamble to the constitution assures
liberty to citizens for thinking, expressing, and worshipping according to
one’s own belief and faith.

Equality : All are equal before the law. All citizens get equal opportunities
for development. The preamble of the Indian constitution assures
opportunities to all citizens to achieve equal status.

Unity and Integrity : Unity and Integrity of the nation is another promise
of the preamble stating that the development and progress of our country must be
united. In spite of India’s federal character, it has one judiciary, one citizenship, one
constitution and one set of fundamental rights and a system of all India services.

1. Right to Equality
(Article 14 - 18)

The Indian Constitution guarantees the Right to Equality. It includes
equal protection of law, social equality, equal opportunities in employment
and education, abolition of untouchability and abolition of titles.

The Right to Freedom guarantees the following six freedoms:
Freedom of speech and expression, Freedom to assemble peacefully
without arms, Freedom to form associations or unions, Freedom
to move freely, Freedom to reside and settle in any part of India,
Freedom to participate in any profession and right to life.

Under this Right, all forms of “forced labour are prohibited”. It also
prohibits child labour. The Constitution states, “No child below
the  age  of  14  shall  be  employed  to  work  in  any  factory  or  mines
or engaged in any other hazardous work.”

All individuals are free to follow their conscience and practise any
religion. Though our country has many religions like Hinduism,
Islam, Christianity, Sikhism, Buddhism, Jainism etc. there is no
official religion to the State. Government remains neutral in reli-
gious  matters  and  so  our  country  is  known  as  a  Secular  State.

The Constitution says, all minorities, either on religious basis or
linguistic basis, shall have the right to establish and administer
educational institutions of their choice and protect their culture.
This right protects all the Fundamental Rights through Supreme
court and High courts.

The Right to Information empowers every citizen to seek any information from the
Government. It ensures transparency in administration. The Right to Information Act
(RTI) was enacted by the Parliament of India in 2005 and came into force on 12th october
2005.

Right to Information:

Our Parliament recognized education as a Fundamental Right as a part of The Right
to Freedom. The 86th Amendment of the Constitution that was passed in 2002 added
Article 21A which ensures education as a Fundamental Right. It says that “The state shall
provide free and compulsory education to all children between the ages of 6 and 14 years
through  a  law  that  it  may  determine”.  The  Right  of  Children  to  Free  and  Compulsory
Education Act was enacted in 2009 by the Parliament of India and came into force on
April 1st, 2010.

9.3.2. Fundamental Duties :

 How does the State government form and work?

In India we have the government at two levels. One is at the centre and the other
is at the state. The power is divided between two sets of governments one at the central
in Delhi and separate government for each state at state level this is called federal system.
All the states and few union territories have separate governments to run their own
administration and they work according to the Indian constitution. They make laws and
implement them in their state. A government has three main functions - to make the
laws, to execute the laws and to ensure justice for all the people.

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The State Government is responsible for the administration of the State. The State
Government carried out administration with the help of three organs, 1. Legislature,
2. Executive, 3. Judiciary. Now let us learn more about Legislature, the first one of the three
organs.

10.1. Legislature:

The Governor, Legislative Assembly and Legislative Council are together called a
state legislature. The primary function of the state legislature is to enact Laws.

10.1.1. Governor:
Every state in India have a Governor. The President of India nominates the Governor

on the recommendation of the Prime Minister and his cabinet, for a term of five years.
However sometimes two or three states can have a single Governor. According to article
158(3a) the same person can be appointed as a Governor for two or more States.

Functions of the Governor:

l Invites the leader of the majority party to form the Government.
l Administers the oath of loyalty to the constitution and secrecy.
l Summons the sessions of legislative houses and also announces their prorogue.
l Appoints  the  Judges  of  all  the  courts  that  work  under  the  High  Court.
l Informs the President about the functioning of the State Government.

10.1.2. Legislative Assembly:

The State Legislative Assembly is a legislative body. Legislative Assembly is the lower
house  where  all  the  Members  of  Legislative  Assembly  (MLA)  meet  to  discuss  on  various
issues related to progress and the welfare of the State. Each state is divided into Assembly
constituencies, based on the population of the State.

Elections to the Legislative Assembly:

       In general, elections to the state Legislative Assembly are held once in every five
years. The Election Commission announces notification for election in all assembly
constituencies. The individuals, candidates from political parties will contest in elections
with their manifesto. A public declaration of policy and aims especially that announced
before an election by a political party or candidate is called manifesto.

Constituencies. All voters over the age of 18 years  and above will vote in that constituency
on election day. The voter ID cards have to be shown to the concerned officer. As part of
secret voting system the voters should not reveal to whom they cast their vote. After
completion of polling, all votes are counted on a scheduled date. After counting votes, the
candidate who get the majority of the votes is declared as MLA (Member of Legislative
Assembly) of that constituency.

A coalition government is a form of govenment in which political parties
co-operate to form a government. It is an alliance formed by two or more parties with
common goals. The usual reason for such an arrangement is that no single party has
achieved an absolute majority after an election.

After  the  General  Elections,  the  political  party  or  group  of  parties  that  have  a
majority of MLAs on their side will elect their leader. The leader of the majority party or
coalition of parties, is invited by the Governor to form the government. The swearing
ceremony of the Chief Minister will be taken up by the Governor. The Governor also
administrates the oath of the other Ministers on the recommendation of the Chief Minister.

10.1.3. Legislative Council :

The upper House of the state legislature is called the
Legislative council. In a bicameral system, (Legislature
divided into two houses) the legislative council functions
with the members elected in an indirect election. For every
2 years, 1/3 rd of its members who have completed 6 years
of term retire and new members are elected. So it is a
permanent  house  because  it  cannot  be  dissolved.  Every
Member of the Legislative Council (MLC) is elected for a
six-year term.

10.1.4. Law making Process (Enact Laws) :

Who makes Laws? We need laws for the smooth functioning of the systems in the
state. Laws help the state and country to develop and achieve progress. Laws are enacted
by the Legislature. The state government is responsible for the administration of a particular
state. The functions and powers of the state and central Government are divided into
three lists: 1.The Union list, 2.The State list 3.The Concurrent List. The State Government
can makes laws on the items from state list and concurrent list. Let us discuss how the
bill becomes an Act.

l 1/3 of the members are elected by the Legislative Assembly,
l 1/3 of the members are elected by the Local Authorities,
l 1/12 of the members are elected by the Graduates Constituency,
l 1/12 of the members are elected by the Teachers Constituency,
l 1/6 of the members are nominated by Governor of  the State.

After the detailed discussions and debate, if required, after some modifications,
voting  will  be  taken  up.  After  the  approval  of  the  house  by  the  majority  of  the  members,
the bill will be sent to the next house. The same procedure will continue to approve the
bill in the next house. After that, once it is approved in both the houses, the bill will be
sent to the Governor for his assent. It becomes an Act only when the Governor accords his
approval. Now the Act will be notified in the Gazette. The Gazette will be sent to the
Executive for its enforcement.

10.2.3 Council of Ministers :

The Chief Minister allocates various ministries to the members of the Cabinet.
The Minister directs the policy of the departments under his/her charge. These policies are
implemented according to the rules by officials of the departments. The Ministry is responsible
for preparing policies and plans which are submitted to the Assembly, for approval. After the
approval  by  the  Assembly,  those  will  be  implemented  by  the  executive  body.  The  cabinet
control the financial policy and decides the tax structure for the public welfare of the state.

10.2. Executive:
Who enforces the laws? The state Executive comprises of the Governor, the Chief

Minister and the Council of Ministers (the Cabinet) and Bureaucracy.

10.2.1 Governor :
The head of the state is the Governor. She/He is appointed by the central government

to ensure that the state government works within the rules and regulations of the
constitution. Find out the name of governor of your state?

10.2.2. Chief Minister:
After the elections, the MLA's belonging to the ruling party will elect their

leader who will become the Chief Minister. The Chief Minister then selects ministers
from MLA's. The governor of the state appoints the Chief Minister and other ministers.

Fuctions and powers of the chief ministers.
1. He prepares the list of the ministers and send it to the governor.
2. He allocates portfolios to the ministers.
3. He calls for the cabinet meetings and precedes over them.
4. He has the power to co-ordinate and supervise the working of all the departments.

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The President of India appoints the Chief Justice and he can hold the office until
he/she  completes  the  age  of  62  years.  Apart  from  the  High  Court  at  state  level,  there  are
tribunals, and District Courts at lower levels. The Judiciary ensure Justice to the people
without any bias. Lok Adalats (People’s Court) are also established by the Government of
India to settle dispute through conciliation and compromise.

You have learned in this lesson that the bill is introduced in the house and after
being approved by the house it is sent to the governor and after the governor assent the
bill becomes law and is published in the gazette. This state government gazette is sent to
officials. To enforce laws the cabinet enlists the help of government officials such as the
district collector. Let us now learn about district level administration.

10.3. Judiciary - High Court:
Judiciary  is  one  of  the  three  organs  of  the  state  government.  It  is  the  system  of

courts that interprets, defends the law in the name of the state.

The  High  court  is  the  highest  Judicial  organ  at  the  State  level.  As  a  part  of  the
independent Judiciary, it functions under the Apex court of the country, the Supreme
Court. The State High court consists of a Chief Justice and other Judges. The number of
judges in the High Court is not the same in all states.

10.4. District level Administration :
What we need to know in the district administration is about the district collector

and the department of justice in the district. Each district in India has an officer-in-charge
who represents the state government in that area in the capacity as district Collector, or
District Magistrate.
10.4.1. The District Collector :

The District Collector is the head of the district administration and is recruited
through Union Public Service Commisssion and allotted to states, by the Central
Government. He has to take responsibility of various departments like Revenue (all matters
connected to land records and Revenue Administration.), law & order (to maintain Law
and Order to maintain Social harmony), local self-government, agriculture, disaster
management (to take immediate actions at the time of disasters and prevent or minimize
the damage) and Election duties (to ensure the conduct of elections) etc. Let us discuss
about the officials who help the district collector in looking after administration in district.

Superintendent  of  Police  : There will be a Superintendent of Police in every district
headquarter. He is the chief Police officer of the district. He helps the District Collector in
maintaining law and order in the District.
Revenue Divisional Officer : The responsibility of the Revenue Divisional officer, is to
maintain law and order in Sub-Division, to collect land revenue, to conduct free and fair
elections at Division level. Land acquisition and rehabilitation and other duties entrusted
by the  District Collector.
Tahsildar : He is the Chief administrative and executive head of the department at Mandal
Level. He is responsible for the proper assessment and prompt collection of revenues and
maintenance of land records.
Village Revenue Officer : Maintenance of village revenue records and revenue accounts
promptly and accurately. Collection of land revenue, Taxes and other sums (a particular
amout of money) pertaining to revenue department in village level administration, which
includes inspection of survey stones, issue of certificates like nativity and residence certificates
etc.,

The district Judiciary Department consists of district and divisional courts. Division

courts administer justice at the divisional level and district court at the district level.

District Court: The Court at the district level is known as the District Court. The district
court has a Chief District Judge and some other Judges. The main function is prosecute and
finalise various cases in the district level. The judgement of Divisional Court may be appealed
in the District Court.

Subordinate Courts : Subordinate
courts at district level and lower
level have almost similar structure
all over the country. They deal
with civil and criminal cases and
administer the code of CPC (Civil
Procedure Code) and the code of
CrPC (Criminal Procedure Code).

Constituency : A  particular  area  from  which  all  the  voters  living  there  choose
their representatives

Bicameral : Government with two legislative houses.
Gazette : An official publication for the purpose of notifying the actions

and decisions of the Government.
Summons : The process of calling all members of the house
Prorogue : Termination of a session of the house.
Bureaucracy : A Government that is administered primarily by authorities that

are staffed with non elective officials.
Conciliation        : An alternative out-of-court dispute resolution instrument like

mediation.

Lok Adalat : It is one of the alternative dispute redressal mechanisms. It is a forum where
disputes/cases pending in the court of law or at pre-litigation stage are settled/compromised
amicably. Lok Adalats have been given statutory status under the Legal Service Authorities
Act 1987. Civil cases, matrimonial cases, and petty offence cases are mainly referred to Lok
Adalat.

Every state in India comprises its own governing body to administer on its own.
The state government administer through three bodies namely 1. Legislature 2. Executive
3. Judiciary. Department of legislature an enact laws. Executive body enforce the laws.
Judiciary body interpret the laws. Thus the state government administers the state and
contributes to the development of the state and the welfare of the people of the state.

Road crashes : A road crash is defined as a crash involving at least one vehicle on
a road open to public traffic in which at least one person is injured or died and caused
damage to physical properties. Most of the road accidents occured only due to the mistakes
done by human beings. however they are avoidable.

2. Road Divider : It is constructed with a
cement block or drawn with paint to separate
the road into two or more parts. The main
purpose of road divider is to prevent traffic
chaos and road crashes.

3.  Zebra  crossing  : These are alternate black
and white stripes painted parallel to the road
generally known as zebra crossing it is meant
for pedestrians to cross the road from one
side to another side.

Pedestrian Safety

Who is a pedestrian? A person who uses the road/footpath is called a pedestrian. Then
how can accidents be caused by a person on foot ? Directly or indirectly, he could be
a factor in an accident. Hence, he has to,

· Always use the footpath while walking. Ensure that one keeps away from the edge of the
road to avoid getting knocked down by a vehicle.

· What should the pedestrian do if there is no footpath?
One has to walk in a single file on the extreme edge of the road facing on coming vehicles
and thus avoid getting hurt.

· Watch out for pot holes, open drains, fruit/vegetable peels.

These are set of lines and designs painted or constructed with cement block road surface
to facilitate a smooth moment of traffic.

Use sub-way or over-bridge for crossing the road, wherever available.

· Never play on the road as you could be hit  by a fast-moving vehicle.  It  could cause
inconvenience to others. So don't play on the foot paths.

· Never accept rides from strangers; it could be dangerous for you, you might be kidnapped
or harmed at times.

· Always use zebra crossing while crossing the road. If zebra crossing is not available,
choose a safe place where traffic is visible from both sides. Avoid crossing at a blind curve.

· Never walk on railway tracks. Always use over-bridge. If there is no such over-bridge,
wait for the gate or barrier to open to cross it.

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Safe Cycling
· Ride close to the road in single file. If there is a cycle track, use it.

·  A cyclist should ride close to the kerb on the left and be careful about drainage pits
that may in some case be without a cover.

· Try to avoid a road with heavy traffic.

· Always keep safe lateral distance from heavy vehicles as the wind turbulence created
by  them  may  throw  a  cyclist  out  of  balance.

· Do not ride at high speed especially on wet roads.

·  Before you start, stop or turn, use hand signals to indicate your intentions. And only
if safe, move on.

· Follow traffic signals at all junctions. Don’t cross when the signal is red, slow down at
intersections.

· Look out for vehicles at intersections. Look behind and cross only when there is
enough gap.

· Have a reflector or light while riding at night.

· Most importantly, learn perfectly all signs and signals and obey them faithfully when
you use your cycle.

Market :
   A market is a place where buyers (People who buy something) and sellers (People
who sell something) interact with each other.
Types of Markets :
   Depending upon how they work, broadly markets can be classified into two types.
They are: 1. Physical Markets, 2. E-Markets.

12.1.1.Physical Markets : Physical market is a place where buyers can physically meet the
sellers and purchase the desired items from them. Shopping malls, departmental stores,
retail stores are some examples for physical markets.

Markets have played a key role in India since ancient times. During the Middle ages,
spices, handloom textiles, handicrafts, copper and brass utensils, gold and silver jewellery
found in Indian markets were exported through land route and sea route to Persia, the Italy
and other European countries, China and Japan. According to the Portuguese traveller
Domingo-Paes, there were markets in the Vijayanagara Empire called bazaars and in these
bazaars one could purchase everything from common goods to the most valuable jewelery
and diamonds.

Markets Based on the Geographical Location : On The basis of geographical location
physical markets are classified as:

Local Markets :  A market where the buyers and sellers are limited to the local area where they
are produced. They usually sell goods of daily use.

Markets Based on the Nature : On the basis of nature physical markets are classified as
follows.
Neighbourhood Markets :

Most shops are located next to our house or at the end of the street. These are
called neighborhood shops. Some of these stores are located in permanent buildings, while
others are housed in temporary sheds or movable carts. From these stores, we buy groceries
for our home i.e. rice, pulses, sugar, spices, etc. We buy books and paper from some stores
and medicines from other stores.

Since we make frequent
purchases in these stores, we can also buy items on credit when we do not have the money
and pay that money later.

Mode of Payments :
Money can be paid in two ways, 1. Physical payments 2. Digital or Electronic payments.

Physical Payments :
These  kind  of  payments  are  carried  in  the  form  of  Cash,  Check  or  Drafts.

Digital or Electronic Payments :
These kind of payments are carried through a debit card, a credit card, U.P.I, with Q.R

codes, mobile wallets or Internet Banking.

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But the weekly markets are facing a lot of problems. The main problem is that these
markets are far away from urban areas and there is no proper transportation facility to
reach them, yet those who trade in these markets face investments problem. Lack of
proper protection for their temporary shops and lack of infrastructures like drinking water
and toilet facilities are some other important problems. In weekly markets, traders may not
be able to sell the same goods throughout the year, because the demand for the goods may
vary from one season to another. So traders have to move from one business to another
business in different seasons.

Weekly markets have been an integral part of the lives of rural people since ancient
times and provide a livelihood as well as a demand for local products. So there is a need
to support these markets in all possible ways.

l  What are the advantages of Rythu Bazar?

l  “The prices of goods are cheaper at weekly markets than the neighbourhood
markets or shopping malls”. Why?

Shopping Malls:
So far we have seen two kinds of marketplaces–weekly markets and markets in

our neighbourhood. Nowadays in many urban areas, we also have large multi–storied
air–conditioned buildings with shops on different floors, known as malls. In these urban
markets, we get both branded and non–branded goods. These malls include Restaurants,
Banks, multiplexes and service stations etc.

Sanju and Manu made a visit to a shopping mall, the most exciting and fascinating
places they have ever visited. They both wondered at the wandering people here and
there. They got on to the battery-operated cars and bikes. They made an exciting trip all
around the mall on payment. Later, their eyes fell on the delicious flavours and different
cuisines. They enjoyed the taste of cotton candies, milk shakes and ice creams.

They bought new clothes, shoes, caps and belts. They bought so many soft toys
too. They felt very well satisfied in the mall.

Rajamma is a physically chanllenged person. So she applied for government help
to set up a small vegetable shop. The government immediately sanctioned permission to
operate a vegetable shop at the local 'Rythu Bazar'. She started selling vegetables in the
shop and with that income, she is living a dignified life with her family.

Rythu  Bazar:This  is  a  farmer’s  market  in  our  state  and  it  was  started  in  January
1999. This market is being run by Government of Andhra Pradesh, for the benefit of
farmers and to avoid middle men between the farmers and consumers. Marginal and
small scale farmers can directly sell the vegetables to the consumers and can get a good
price for their products. These markets are beneficial for both farmers and consumers
and ensure quality products.

12.2 Chain of Markets :

So far so you have read about different
markets from where we buy goods, from where do
you think shop -owners procure their goods? Goods
are produced in factories, on farms and in homes.
However, we don’t buy directly from the factory or
from the farm. Nor would the producers be interested
in selling us small quantities such as one kilo of pulses
or one kg of rice. The goods thus produced first reach
a distribution point or stock point from there they
reach wholesale shops. The wholesalers sell these goods
to retailers. From the retailers, these goods are
purchased by the consumers.

Cottage industry is a production system that relies
on producing goods or parts of goods, by craftsmen
at home or small workshops, by individuals, small
teams or family units instead of large factories.

Markets can be considered as sources of income. Products or Goods sold in a
market come from industries or farms. Industrialists and farmers earn income by selling
these goods to wholesale dealers. Wholesalers who buy goods from the above people earn
income by selling them to retailers. Finally, these retailers make money by selling the
goods to consumers. While doing this transaction, there will be manpower required for
cleaning the premise, lifting the stocks, vehicle drivers etc. By providing their services to
the above mentioned producers and traders at different levels, individuals are earning
income in various forms i.e. salaries, wages and rents. Thus markets are considered as
sources of income.

12.3 Consumer Rights :

Consumer :
A Consumer is a person who purchases a product or avails a service for a

consideration, either for his personal use or to earn his livelihood by means of self-
employment.

Consumer Protection :
Protecting consumer rights is a very important aspect of the market. Consumer

protection is a group of laws enacted to protect rights of consumer, fair trade, competition
and accurate information in the market place.

Consumer protection Act 2019 :
On 9th August 2019 consumer protection act was approved. It aims to provide timely

and effective administration and settelement of consumer dispute in the digital age.
This Act has broadened the concept of consumerism. It defines consumer as any

person who buys any goods, whether through offline or online transactions, electronic
means, teleshopping, direct selling or multi-level marketing.

Consumer Rights :
1. The right to be protected against the marketing of goods, products or services which

are hazardous to life and property.
2. The right to be informed about the quality, quantity, potency, purity, standard and

replace  the  damaged  phone  with  a  new  one  and  also  imposed  a  fine  of    1000  to  the
shop owner for the inconvenience caused by him to Suguna.

In the nineteenth century, many new ideas about education and learning emerged.
Schools were established and modern education was taught. But there was a lot of opposition
to educating girls even then. Yet many women and men made efforts to open schools for
girls.  Now  as  more  and  more  children  enter  school  every  year.  We  began  to  think  that  it
is normal for all children to go to school. Going to school become a fundametal right to
children no matter boy or a girl.

Women’s movement;
Women and girls now have the right to study and go to school. There are other

spheres like legal reform, violence and health – where the situation of women and girls has
improved. These changes have not happened overnight. Women individually and collectively
have struggled to bring about these changes. This struggle is known as the women’s
movement.

For example the women in Andhra Pradesh started anti-arrack movement, because
of their struggle government banned arrack in 1993.

As a result of the movement for girl self-esteem, toilets have been setup exclusively
for girls in schools and toilets have been built in every house.

Kadambari Ganguly
was the first South Asian woman physician to
graduate in Western medicine in India.
Chandramukhi Basu served as a lecturer and
principal at Betune College. Both have been a
great inspiration to women’s education in India.

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Rajkumari Devi, a farmer from Bihar,
rode a bicycle in many villages and shared her
experiences on kitchen farming with a rural
woman  who  instilled  a  sense  of
entrepreneurship. Her goal is to show how
women can become financially independent
through agriculture and small businesses. To this
end, Rajkumari has started a non-profit center
called Anandpur Jyothi, which collects fresh produce from various SHG-driven farms and
takes it to a group of women who use it to make processed products such as jellies, jams
and pickles. She was honored with the Padma Shri award in 2019 for her services.

Vandana Shiva is an environmental ist and
environmental rights activist, and founder of the Research
Foundation for Science, Technology and Ecology. It's an
independent research organization that conducts research
on environmental and social issues. Vandana’s efforts led
to the formation of a national movement called
Navadhanya to protect the diversity and integrity of living
resources, especially indigenous seeds. She received the
Right Livelihood Award in 1993 and the Sydney Peace
Prize in 2010.

Laxmi Agarwal is an acid attack survivor.
She fights for the rights of acid attack victims.
She was attacked with acid in 2005, at age 15,
by  a  32-year-old  man.  Her  petition  led  the
Supreme Court to order the central and state
governments to regulate the sale of acid, and the
Parliament to make prosecutions of acid attacks
easier to pursue. She is the director of Chhanv
Foundation, an NGO dedicated to helping the survivors of acid attacks in India. Laxmi
received a 2014 International Women of Courage award by US First Lady Michelle Obama.
She was also chosen as the NDTV Indian of the Year.

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ACADEMIC STANDARDS

Time should be spent in making sure that children comprehend the passages given in the
text. In-between questions are useful in this context. These questions are of different types
that would include the aspects reasoning, cause, and effect, justification, mind mapping/concept
mapping, observation, analysis, thinking and imagination, reflection, interpreting, etc. The
key concepts have been discussed sub-concept-wise in every chapter with examples and also
given in the form of keywords.

1) Conceptual understanding : Promoting the learning of basic concepts through inquiry,
discussion, reflection giving examples through case studies interpreting, observation, etc.

2) Reading the text (given), understanding, and interpretation : Occasionally there are
case studies about farmers, laborers in the factory, or images that are used in the text
which do not directly convey the concept. Time should be given for children to grasp the
main ideas, interpret images, etc

3) Information skills : Textbooks alone cannot cover all different aspects of social studies
methodology. For example, children living in an urban area can collect information
regarding their elected representatives, or children living in a rural area can collect
information about the way irrigation/tank facilities are made available in their area. This
information may not exactly match with that of the textbooks and will have to be clarified.
Representing the information that they have collected through projects is also an important
ability. For example, if they collect information about a tank - they may decide to draw an
illustration or map, etc along with written material. Or represent the information collected
through images or posters. Information skill includes a collection of information tabulation/
records and analysis.

4) Reflection on contemporary issues and questioning : Students need to be encouraged to
compare their living conditions along with that of different regions or people from different
times. There may not be a single answer to these situations of comparison. Giving reasons
for certain happening processes and justification of informatics and interpretation.

5) Mapping skills : There are different types of maps and pictures used in the textbook.
Developing ability related to maps as an abstract representation of places is important.
There are different stages of developing this ability, from creating a map of their classroom
to understanding height, distance as represented in a map. There are illustrations, posters,
and photographs used in the textbook, these images often relate to the text and are not
merely for visual effect. Sometimes there are activities like 'write a caption' or 'read the
images that are about architecture etc.

6) Appreciation and Sensitivity : Our country has a vast diversity in terms of language,
culture, caste, religion, gender, etc. Social studies do take into consideration these different
aspects and encourage students to be sensitive to these differences.
